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RCW 58.09.050 (2) requires the following information on thts form: an accurate description and location, in
reference to :the carmer position, of all monuments and accessories (a) found at the corner and (b) placed or
replaced at the corner; {c) basis of bearings used to Gescribz or locate such moriuments or
{d) cerallary information that may be helpful to relocate or identify the corner pasition.
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
